@ The ceiling where the mount is to be installed must be capable of long-term support of the total load of
the panel display and ceiling mount. Measures should also be taken to ensure sufficient strength to
withstand the force of earthquakes, vibration and other external forces.

@ INSTALLATION ON A WOODEN CEILING

Always install so that the load is supported by a wood stud. If the strength of the wood studs is not sufficient, add reinforcement.
Do not install on decorative posts or plaster board. Always confirm the center of the stud is used for the installation.

CAUTION

e Avoid installing in locations where the temperature and humidity are excessively high, and where contact with any
water is possible. These can result in fire or electric shock.

e Do not install close to an air conditioner intake or outlet. Do not install in locations where there are excessive amounts of dust,
oily smoke or tobacco smoke.

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TYPICAL APPLICATION FOR THE CPM-100

Install using the lag bolts and washers supplied as in FIG 1. Make sure that the bolts are inserted into the center
of the support studs. The use of a stud finder may help locate the center of the support stud. The CPM100 can
be used as a ceiling mount or a display mount see FIG 2. After installing the CPM100 and pipe (not supplied)
make sure to tighten the safety screw against the 1 ¥2"pipe

NOTE: the support structure must be able to support 5 x the weight of the mount and display.

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USING THE LOCKING TABS

When using a cpm100,spm100 or dpm100 it is advised to use the locking tabs instead of the locking bar.
The locking tab will keep the display from accidently moving from side to side. SEE FIG below
Insert the tab into the slot on the display arm. Adjust the display to the center of the mounting plate and tighten the screw.
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
